Installation Steps:

Clean the installation surface area to ensure that the surface is smooth and clean with
no dust or water vapour.

Separate the back plate from the Controller.

Reserve a cutout for the Controller cable to go through the installation area.

Screw in the provided screws into the back plate as shown in Figure 1 below.

Connect the smaller end of the Controller cable to the terminal connector as shown in
Figure 2 and pass through the other end of the cable through the reserved cutout in
Step 3.

Assemble the Controller back together by pressing the Top Cover against the backplate

as shown in Figure 3.

Getting Started

1. Connect power to the controller. Initializing screen will appear.

4. Press and Hold the knob button for 2 seconds to turn on the heater.

5. Press and Hold the knob button for another 2 seconds to turn off the heater.
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Menu Selection

With the heater in Idle mode, Press the knob button once to display the selection menu.
There are two menus: Heat Intensity (P1 — P6), Coolant Temperature Setting.

Turn the knob to select a different mode, Press the knob once to confirm your selection.

Heat Intensity

Press and hold the knob button for more than 2 seconds to turn

on the heater.

Turn the knob clockwise to turn up the intensity level,

counterclockwise to turn down the intensity level.

Coolant Temperature Setting
Once selected Coolant Temperature Setting, you will see the

The coolant temperature can be set between 35°C and 95°C.

ON State

Shutting Down State
Heater is in its Shutdown phase.
Glow pin has been turned on to burn off any remaining fuel

inside the combustion chamber to prevent carbon buildup.

**Note: DO NOT turn off the main power to the heater. Doing so

may permanently damage the heater’s ECU and blower motor.

Shutdown State

The heater is in its OFF state. Fan and fuel pump should be

inactive.

Standby State

Heater is in its idle/standby state.

Press any button on the controller to exit out of Standby state.

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Fuel Priming Function
To access the Fuel Priming Function,

1. Navigate to the Heater Run Time screen that is under “Settings” -> “Information” ->

“Heater Run Time”.
2. Hold down the <Back> button and the <Settings> Button until you see the following

screen.

Prime Fuel?

Press the Knob once to activate Fuel Priming Function.
Fuel Priming Function will activate the fuel pump for 90 seconds, sucking and pumping fuel into
the fuel lines on either side of the fuel pump. It should also eliminate as many air bubbles in the

fuel line as possible.

Once activated you will see a countdown of 90 seconds on the display. Once the countdown of

90 seconds finishes, the fuel pump will stop pumping.

You can exit the Fuel Priming Function before the end of the 90 seconds by pressing once on the
Back Button.

You may need to activate the fuel priming function more than once if you have a long fuel line

installed.
